     Photographing people has never lost 
its fascination. Indoors or out,  there are 
endless types of portraits we can take 
everywhere we go. Expensive studio 
lighting can provide beautiful 
highlights, shading shadows, but 
window light portraits can be beautiful 
and very effective. Try to photograph 
your significant other next to a large 
north- facing window on an overcast 
day or put muslin in front of it with 
bright sunlight.                 A short 

telephoto lens with f 85 to 105mm is 
considered the best choice for head and 
shoulder portraits while for half or full - 
 length portraits, a 50mm lens is very 
good.  These will be shown at the June 
meeting. 
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but that you can present from 
an unusual or dramatic per-
spective. Look for abstract pos-
sibilities.                                    
               Patterns occur nearly 
every where we look in nature 
and also in the things that man 
makes. Consider both wide 
perspectives and tight macro 
perspectives.  

We are doing this assignment 
in black and white for two rea-
sons. The first is to challenge 
you to visualize and shoot 
without the impact of color and 

saturation. The second is to en-
courage you to concentrate on 
composition, form and texture.    

You can do this assignment 
while on the annual picnic/ field 
trip to Irvine Park as there are 
many subjects there that fit these 
three criteria. You can really do 
this assignment anywhere, just 
look around you and think crea-
tively.  We hope to see a wide 
variety of subjects and vision at 
the July meeting. 

Submit three images with one 
from each of the following 
three categories: 

      1. Something old. 

      2. Something new. 

      3. Something with             
             patterns.  

This is a chance to be creative 
in selecting subjects and per-
spective. Look for subjects that 
may be unusual or perhaps 
something that we see every day

An Added Note by Stefan Steinberg 
There are several techniques to convert color to good black and 
white. One of the websites with a good brief overview is http://
digital-photography-school.com/digital-black-and-white . It be-
gins with using the in camera filter, not recommended, and con-
tinues into post production methods available on most programs 
like Photoshop, Elements, and Lightroom. These methods in-
clude using desaturation, the Channel Mixer, Lab Color Method, 
and Gradient Map. Each is explained nicely in detail with lots of 
screen shots to help you along. 
You can also find lots of information is on the internet by Gog-
gling “digital black and white photography.”
