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lighting conditions. Sometimes this 
means returning at a later time when 
the light is optimum for the interpre-
tation you visualize. 
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Those members going on the Eastern 
Sierra field trip will, no doubt, find 
some very interesting landscapes to 
capture and share with us. The assign-
ment this month, to show at the No-
vember meeting, is to create images of 
either rural or urban landscapes. 
 
The key to capturing a rural land-
scape that has impact is all about how 
you see it. A beautiful scene can dis-
tract us into quickly just snapping a 
photo. You may want to start with 
that, but then pause to carefully con-
sider the composition and perspective. 
Mounting your camera on a tripod 
helps with this. Pay attention to all the 
elements and details that make up the 
image as you determine what to in-
clude and what to leave out of the im-
age. Move around to test different 
perspectives. Always look for the best 
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     Physiographs are simply symmetrical light tracings created by a flashlight swing-
ing like  a  pendulum at the end of a cord.  The camera is set for a time exposure, and 
is placed lens up on the floor directly under the light.  To make physiograps, you 
����������	
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��������������������
either a regular flashlight masked so that it  emits only a 
small point of light or a pocket sized flashlight.  Using a 
strong black twine, suspend the light from a ceiling fixture 
and position it so that it is at an easily reachable height 
above the camera.  Use a 50mm lens or  a wide angle lens 

and a cable       release.   
Start the pendulum in motion after the flashlight is turned on, then reach down and 
open the shutter, using the cable release.   Remember, the light paths will be 
brightest and widest when the light is moving slowly  and thinnest and faintest when the light is moving 
quickly. 
To create light patterns in color, put a filter over the lens.   For multiple colors, 
make a series of time exposures on the same frame with different colored filters, 
leaving the camera shutter open.  Hold a piece of black cardboard above the lens 
when you change filters.    
Have fun with this assignment.  Remember practice makes for your best shots.  
This is a really fun thing to try.

Turn left 
onto PCH and then left at Los Trancos. Parking fee is $15.00, but this is sometimes payable either on entering or exiting (or not 
at all) depending on if there is an attendant. If you don’t wish to go on the toll road, you can take Beach Blvd. to PCH, turn left 
and then left at Los Trancos when you reach Crystal Cove.                                                                                                                            
From the Los Trancos parking area there is a pathway that will lead you under PCH to the beach. This is about a 10 minute 
walk. There is also a shuttle that for $1.00 will take you to the beach, cottage and restaurant area. If you park in the parking lots 
on the beach side of PCH there is the same $15.00 fee. Note: From these parking lots there are multiple access points to the 
beach, however, some of them can be quite steep.

There are numerous opportunities along highway 395 for outdoor landscape photography at its best. 
A few of the sites are: 

Red Rock Canyon is north of Palmdale. The Alabama Hills to the east of Lone Pine at the base of 
Mt.  Whitney is where many western movies have been shot. The Ancient Bristle Cone Pines which 
are east of Big Pine. The Owens Valley and Bishop areas have many locations for excellent fall foli-
age. There are Indian petroglyphs at Chidalgo Canyon just north of Bishop. The Aspendale area, 
Rock Creek Canyon, Mc Gee Creek Canyon, Mammoth, the June Lake loop, and many canyons 
all are excellent sites for Fall Foliage. Mono Lake is a unique photogenic spot where changing light 
provides a continuing opportunity for interpretive artistry. Bodie ghost town is just north of Lee Vin-
ing and is an iconic photo destination. 
 
Gordon Hastings has prepared an excellent 29 page guide for us to use to find these and many more 
interesting locations. Thank you, Gordon! We will be meeting at the motel for a drink and social time 
and then on to the Whoa Nellie Deli for gourmet food most evenings after dusk and photo taking.
