Physiographs are simply symmetrical lightitngs created by a flashlight swing-
ing like a pendulum at the end of a cord. Thaea is set for a time exposure,

either a regular flashlight masked so that it eraitly a small point of light or a
pocket sized flashlight. Using a strong black ®yisuspend the light from a ceiling
fixture and position it so that it is at an easépchable height above the camera.
Use a 50mm lens or a wide angle lens and a cable
release.

Start the pendulum in motion after the flashlighturned on, then reach down
and open the shutter, using the cable releaseneRber, the light paths will b
brightest and widest when the light is moving skpveind thinnest and faintest
when the light is moving quickly.
