This is 
a good chance to sit down with our fellow photographers and friends and enjoy a summer’s day in the 
park. Of course, don’t forget to bring your camera because the park is full of activities. The activities in-
clude bicycle/walking trails, playgrounds, softball fields, horseshoe pits, volleyball, a train, equestrian 
trails, paddleboats on the lake, a zoo and all of the beauty of the outdoors and the oak and sycamore trees. 
Irvine Regional Park is the oldest regional park in California having been founded in 1897. 

PSOC members can meet at the carpool location and ride together to Irvine Regional Park. Admission is 
$5 per vehicle. The park is located in Santiago Canyon, 6 miles east of the City of Orange. Take the New-
port (55) Freeway to the Chapman Avenue East off ramp. Head east on Chapman for approximately 5 
miles. Turn left on Jamboree for one-fourth mile to the park entrance. Once inside the park turn right and 
go past the lake. Turn left and go to parking lot 9 (see map – P9). We will have an area near this parking 
lot and will have signs directing you to the PSOC area. 
 
PSOC will provide chicken, beverages, dessert, utensils and plates. The rest will be potluck so please bring 
a salad or a side dish to share. Please bring your own chairs. 

There is a nature center within the park. The Orange County Zoo is located in the park and there is a $2.00 
per person fee for entry. Bicycles can be rented starting at $12.00 per hour. Paddleboats can be rented for 
$12.00 per half hour. These rentals start at 10:00 am.

Directions: From the north - take the 5 Fwy south to the second San Juan Capistrano exit which is Ortega 
Highway. Turn right on to Ortega Hwy – the Mission is just 2 ½ blocks on the right. 
Parking: There is plenty of free parking available surrounding the Mission. Most visible lots are at the inter-
section of Ortega Hwy and El Camino Real – parking is at the north and south sides of this intersection. 
 
Carpool will leave at 8:30 AM from the Office Max lot on the corner of Beach Blvd and Stark in    
Huntington Beach. 

 
The Mission tells us we will be able to have our hands stamped in order 
to leave for lunch and then return in the afternoon. 
 
This is an opportunity to visit and photograph the only Mission in    
Orange County. It is considered the “Jewel of the Missions”.       
Founded originally in 1775, it was re-founded by Father Serra on All 
Saints Day on November 1, 1776.  It is operated by the Catholic 

Church as a non-profit operation – relying entirely on contributions and fees.�
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Photography Guidelines: The Mission’s Visitor Photography Policy states that still photography is permit-
ted for private, non-commercial use only. Photographs cannot be published, sold, reproduced, transferred, 
distributed, or otherwise commercially exploited in any manner whatsoever. Photography is not permitted 
in certain special exhibitions or any areas designated “No Photography.”  Personal video cameras are per-
mitted, unless otherwise stated and use is subject to the terms above.�

- Mission San Juan Capistano has ten acres of gardens, fountains and beautiful old build-
ings. Stroll the courtyards and hallways for many great photographic opportunities.�
