Photographing Landscapes is a relaxing, almost meditative experience.  Being 
outdoors in a beautiful country setting creates a stillness and quietness that is 
very rejuvenating.   Capturing the essence of a great landscape requires great at-
tention to composition and detail. What you include and what you decide to 
leave out can be critically important. What is the subject?  How does the viewer’s 
eye move through the picture when viewing it?  Is a foreground element important or is it distracting?  Will 
the rule of thirds apply to your composition? 
 
You can start by using the Landscape mode, the small icon on the top round dial with the two small mountain 
peaks, instead of automatic. It is designed to increase the f/stop number so that subjects near and far are in 
focus. At the same time, it saturates greens and blues to make the   landscape more vivid. 

Higher f/stop numbers lead to slower shutter speeds. This makes hand holding very difficult in low sight situ-
ations. When the shutter speed is too slow and your image is being affected by camera shake, you’ll need to 
use a tripod.  The alternative is to use the aperture priority mode with f11 or f22 to get the best depth of field. 
Remember to use the depth-of-field preview button to check the final output. 

The golden hour, thirty minutes after sunrise and before sunset, when the sun is low on the horizon, is consid-
ered the best time for shooting.  A polarizer filter may enhance the sky and improve overall color saturation 
by reducing unwanted reflections. 

In the advanced exposure modes, you can experiment with enabling the Highlight Tone Priority option. This 
feature can help you retain some additional shadow detail without blowing out highlights. It’s good for RAW 
or JPEG. Check your manual.

The assignment is broad, and almost any form of transportation that can get you from one 
place to another, anytime of the day and night, moving or still, is acceptable. 
 
Images can include the full subject, isolated parts or close ups. Concentrate on taking im-
ages that showcase their logos, the engines, tires, etc. Try to also capture images from a low angle 

and use a slow shutter to purposely create a blur. Also aim for 
any designs and brand names. A good idea is to record images of the ever- present 
graffiti art commonly found on many freight trains. These make very interesting 
subjects. 
 
With trains and automobiles you can also take some nighttime images with the focus 
being on the light produced by each, and if possible, illuminate the subject for a 
more dramatic effect. Try using a wide-angle lens tophotograph car parts up close 
for interesting perspectives. 
 

Planes and automobiles are an easy find in Southern California, but trains may be a challenge unless 
you live near the train tracks. A visit to the Santa Ana or Irvine Amtrak Train station could get you some excellent train 
shots. There are also the light rail stations in Long Beach and the Travel Town Museum in Griffith Park near the zoo. 
LA has the fabulous Peterson Museum, at the corner of Wilshire and Fairfax with amazing cars from all generations. 
http://www.petersen.org/. The high incline Angels Flight Railway near Bunker Hill in L.A. might be worth a trip. 

Wings, Wheels and Rotors Expo 2011 will be held on Sunday, October 23rd, from 9 to 
4PM at our local Los Alamitos Army Airfield. There will be hundreds of cars on dis-
play as well as large and small, new and old airplanes. http://www.wwrexpo.net/ 

The Lyon Air Museum is a small WWII museum at John Wayne Airport, near the con-
trol tower, and has planes on display such as the Boeing B-17, DC-3, North American 
B-25, Douglas A-26, and C-47.

It is still home to a community of Francis-
can Friars more than 200 years after its founding. The Mission has a beautiful church (built in 1820), ceme-
tery and mausoleum and ten acres of beautifully landscaped gardens.�

Our November field trip takes us to the historic Mission Inn in River-
side. Beginning with what was a two-story adobe guest house in 1876, 
the Mission Inn of today is one that has retained that old world charm and the architecture that captures the his-
tory and grandeur of the area.�
�
A National Historic Landmark, the Inn and its history stretches over a century. In 1874, Civil Engineer C. C. 
Miller arrived in Riverside, began work on a water system and was paid with a parcel of land in the center of 
the new town. It was on that land that the Miller family started a hotel. Miller’s son, Augustus, later bought the 
property¸ improved and enlarged it, and by 1903 opened the first wing of the current Mission Inn building. The 
building grew in several stages and now fills an entire block with gardens, towers, arches and stairways.�

�
The Inn has changed hands several times over the years, and in 1992 local 
businessman, and lover of the Inn, Duane Roberts, acquired the Inn and 
opened it in its renewed state for our enjoyment today.�
�

For those who have an interest in re-visiting the Mission Inn during their 
world famous Festival Of Lights, it is scheduled to open on Friday evening, 
November 25 and runs through January 8. The event opens with a 3.6            
million brilliant light ceremony all with a full fireworks display.
