Saturday Museum Hours: 10:00 AM to 9:00 PM�

Admission to the Getty Center and to all exhibitions is FREE and no reservations are required. However, 
parking is $15 which should encourage us to carpool if possible.�

Carpool: We will leave at 9:00 AM from the Office Max parking lot on the corner of Beach Blvd and 
Stark in Huntington Beach.�

Once you arrive at the Getty parking garage there is a tram that will take you to the top of the hill�

near the entrance. Please see the note and map below regarding freeway construction activity that could 
impact your trip to the Getty.�

LUNCH: We can meet for lunch together at 12:30 – The Garden Terrace Café has plenty of seating. It is 
just outside the main museum building.�

�

The Getty Center sits on a hilltop in the Santa Monica Mountains, just off the San Diego Freeway. From 
there, visitors can take in the spectacular view of Los Angeles’s landscape – the Pacific Ocean, the San  
Gabriel Mountains and the vast street-grid of the city. Inspired by the relationship between these elements, 
architect Richard Meier designed the complex to highlight both nature and culture.�

For those that have not visited the Getty, you will realize it is one of the highlights of southern California – 
and it is F R E E !�Visitors have the opportunity to view visual arts, European paintings, drawings, sculpture, illu-
minated manuscripts, decorative arts, and European and American photographs. In addition to the many exhibitions, 
the Getty offers many photographic opportunities with its architecture and gardens.�

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EXHIBITIONS �

There are three photographic exhibitions available on the date of our field trip that you may want to work in to your 
visit:�

 

THE LYONEL FEININGER EXHIBIT  – WEST PAVILION, TERRACE LEVEL�

�

This exhibit is billed as the first comprehensive overview of 
photography by one of the most important artists of the 20th 
century. Lyonel Feininger was a master artist at the Bauhaus 
in Dessau, Germany. Photography remained a   private en-
deavor for Feininger. He never exhibited his prints, publish-
ing just a handful during his lifetime and sharing them only 
with family and a few friends. Although Feininger explored 
many of the experimental photographic techniques being 
practiced at the Bauhaus, he remained  isolated and out of 
step with the rest of the school. Working alone and often at 
night, he created expressive,  introspective, otherworldly images that have little in common with the playful 
student photography more typically associated with the school. We will also see a selection of photographs 
made by other masters and students at the Bauhas.�

NARRATIVE INTERVENTIONS IN PHOTOGRAPHY �

Combing text and photography, contemporary artists Carrie Mae Weems, Eileen Cowin and Simryn Gill 
each explore the notion of a narrative with their works.�

(If we 
can commit in advance to 15 or more members attending this Field Trip, we are eligible for a 10% discount 
on the entrance fee).�

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T H E  S A F A R I  P A R K 
 
The San Diego Zoo Safari Park, formerly known as the Wild Animal Park, is located in the San Pasqual 
Valley area in San Diego County. It was conceived, developed and opened its gates in 1972 as a way to ex-
hibit animals in their natural environment rather than in cages. There are over 2 ½ miles of walking trails 
throughout the Park that provide excellent views of the wildlife. There are thirteen “theme” areas within the 
Park that showcase wildlife from Africa, Asia, Europe, Australia, as well as North and South America. You 
may want to view a map of the Safari Park and plan your day – that map can be viewed at: http://
www.sdzsafaripark.org/planyourtrip/map.html. 
 
The Park also offers several riding “Safaris,” for a fee, that give the guest viewing opportunities that you 
might not see otherwise.

The Safari Park is at 15500 San Pasqual Valley Road, Escondido, California 92027-7017. For general information, call 760-747-

8702. Distance between the San Diego Zoo and the Safari Park is 35 miles. Please allow 45 minutes to 1 hour travel time. 

Directions from the NORTH (southbound):  From Interstate 5 (Orange County, Los Angeles), take the State Route 78 East exit at 

Oceanside, proceed east to Interstate 15 South, exit at Via Rancho Parkway (Exit 27) and follow the signs to the Park. From Inter-

state 15 (Riverside), exit at Via Rancho Parkway (Exit 27) and follow the signs east to the Park. 

Directions from the SOUTH (northbound):  From State Route 163 (downtown San Diego, Mission Valley) proceed to Interstate 15 

North to the Via Rancho Parkway exit (Exit 27). Go east and follow signs to the Park. From Interstate 5 or 805 (Mexico), proceed to 

State Route 163, then to Interstate 15 North, and then exit at Via Rancho Parkway (Exit 27). Follow signs east. 

Directions from the EAST (westbound):  From Interstate 8 (Imperial County, Arizona) take Interstate 15 North to the Via Rancho 

Parkway exit (Exit 27). Follow the signs east to the Park.
