ASSIGNMENTS

We all understand how important light is in taking photography - no light, no image......and from there are the many different types 

of light.  First and most used of course, is daylignt.  Another source is available light such as window light or the existing room 

lights in the home used as the primary light source in taking a photograph.  And there is artificial lighting such as electronic or 

studio flash, or even photo floods.  There are also other types of light such as candlelight, the light on streets at night from street 

lights and automobiles, and the lights from moving automobiles, the moving lights in signs and amusement rides - the list is end-

less. 

 Going well beyond the source of light one must also consider the QUALITY of light.  There are hard lights and soft 

lights.......there is cool light and warm light.  When using daylight as a popular example, the sun is our most convenient source of 

illumination for our pictues, but consider how your image is affected by using that sunlight at different times of day.  The color 

temperature changes from warm light in mornings and evenings as the sun is filtered by particles in the atmosphere.  Also shadows 

are longer, and from some points of view, textures become bolder from the angle of the sunlight raking across the textures of une-

ven surfaces creating interest and contrast in the subject. 

 In the middle of the day the light neutralizes and becomes flatter, and harder with deep shadows and bright highlights or high val-

ues.   On days it is overcast we get a very flat light that is non-directional so contrast tends to drop off, but the evenness of light 

allows us to see the fine details in both shadow areas and open areas.   

 Take up a challenge to expand your photographic expertise using this information with a new type of assignment. 

 This assignment gives you the flexibility of photographing any subject you choose, using color or black and white but the primary 

parameter is that you show the light source or source of illumination in the image.  This can include sunsets with the sun actually 

in the photograph.....night photos showing the both your subject AND the light source.  Or perhaps you would consider in indoor 

photograph of a room, or even a person, that is lit by window light, but you need to include the window that is casting the illumi-

nation onto your subject.  One of the real challenges is your selection of a light source where you can balance the overall exposure 

so you don't have areas that are underlit and too dark or that your light source is overly bright and has no substance.  It is also im-

portant to consider that the type of light AND the quality of light are appropriate to the subject used and the emotions and feelings 

you want your image to evoke from the viewer.
