You are also very close to Olvera Street, the Civic Center, the Disney Center, and Our 

Lady of the Angels Cathedral. You can walk between these sites.  

Parking is available but limited. so you might consider carpooling. It is very close to 

Union Station so taking the train is convenient. Some of us plan to leave on the 9:28 am 

train from the Santa Ana Metrolink depot.
